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Program: Interior Architecture
Degree/Certificate: Architectural Design Technology
     This CRC Interior Architecture program is structured for students pursuing a background and skill set that facilitates entrance into an architecturally related profession and/or who transfer into four-year educational institutions of related study. This program provides students with a learning experience gained through a focus placed in various fields of professional studies such as Interior Architecture, Architecture, Project Coordinators and Managers, Landscape Architecture, City Planning, Building Inspection, Facilities Planning, Space Planning, Computer-Aided Drafting & Design (CADD), and the field of Building Information Modeling (BIM). After an introduction to basic space planning, design visualization concepts, sketching, and computer- aided drafting (CAD), students undertake studio curriculum that include ‘design programming’ and the development of sketched and formal digital spatial models. Special emphasis is placed on spatial organization, behavior analysis, space component design, construction design, environmental systems integration, building space rehabilitation, and the preparation of working drawing documents.

     The Interior Architecture program concentrates on developing the student’s knowledge/skills within the disciplines of design visualization sketching/layout, space analysis, critical and problem-solving skills, oral/written communications, computerized CADD and BIM. The program emphasis will concentrate on using hand sketching and digital generated drawings and models using software such as Sketch-Up, Paranesi, Architectural Studio, Architectural Desktop, 3D Studio Viz, and Revit to complete designs through various courses. The discipline of manual drafting has been de-emphasized and is assumed students entering the program possess these skill sets at some level. The Interior Architecture curriculum does not focus on areas of color, carpet, drape, etc selection and specifications that are typically found within an interior design program. Students interested in interior design are encouraged and directed to the American River College Interior Design department.
