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Driving directions are as follows;

1.
Coming from I-80 going east: I-80 turns into I-50, exit onto I-99 going South. It takes about 15 minutes from I-50 once you are on I-99. Exit onto Cosumnes River College Blvd. Make a right turn from the exit stop light. Merge to the left lane and turn right (signal) at Bruceville Road. Turn into the driveway and go to the end and turn right and park in Parklot E.

2.
Coming from I-5 or Sac, Airport. Take I-5 and head for City of Sacramento. Merge to I-50 East (Tahoe) direction. Stay on I-50 East and merge to I-99 South. Once on I-99, follow directions as stated in #1 above.

3.
Coming from I-99 South. Take the Cosumnes River College exit, and stay in the left lane. Turn left and the signal and go over the overpass staying in the left lane. Turn left at Bruceville Road and proceed to the campus entrance and turn right into CRC. At the end of the driveway, turn right into the parking lot E. 4. Coming from I-50 going West. Exit onto I-99 going South and follow directions as stated in #3 above. 
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
